
SENIOR WOMEN FACE
DISPROPORTIONATE RATES OF
FAMILY VIOLENCE

The 2021 Statistics Canada report on police-reported

violence against seniors (65-89) reveals that senior

women are more likely to face family violence than

senior men. This includes violence from spouses,

children, siblings, and other family, like grandchildren.

Gender Distribution Within Family Violence

Women 58%

Men 42%

In particular, senior women are 2.2 times more likely

than senior men to experience spousal violence which

includes violence from current and former legally

married spouses and common-law partners.

Gender Distribution Within Spousal Violence

Women 69%

Men 31%
